% In 2016, 7.5% of babies in the
9-county region had low birth
weights (less than 5.5 pounds),
similar to the statewide rate. The
City of Rochester consistently
had the highest rates of low
birth-weight babies in the region,
averaging 11% of births since
2000.

% In 2013-17, 20% of children in the
region were living in poverty,
comparable to the state rate of
21% and equal to the national rate.
Child poverty was concentrated in
the City of Rochester, where the
rate was 52% in 2013-17, a 5-point
increase from 2008-12 and a
14-point increase from 2000.

 In 2013-17, 39% of families with
children under 18 in the region
were headed by one parent only,
above the national rate of 34% and
the statewide rate of 36%. The
regional rate increased by 8 points
from 2000 to 2013-17. In the city
of Rochester, 73% of families were
headed by a single parent in
2013-17, an increase of 11 points
from 2000 to 2013-17.

City of Rochester was significantly higher

at 33% in 2013-17, an increase of 7 points since 2000. The 66,500 Rochester residents living in poverty
accounted for 62% of the poverty in Monroe County and 41% of the total for the region; these shares
have declined a few percentage points since 2000, indicating a growth in poverty outside the City as
well.

% In 2013-17, 14% of households received SNAP, up from 12% in 2008-12 and close to the national rate
of 13% and the state rate of 15%. Rates were higher in the region's cities: 35% in Rochester, 23% in
Geneva and 23% in Batavia, though only 13% of households in Canandaigua received the assistance.

In 2018, 48% of third-graders in
our region passed the math
exam (met or exceeded state
standards), lower than the
statewide rate of 54%. In
Rochester, the 2018 passing
rate for students attending
traditional public schools was
just 18%, compared to 57% for
Rochester charter school
students.

2014 cohort in our region graduated, compared to 83% statewide. At 59%, the Rochester School District had the
lowest graduation rate in the region but increased 2 percentage points from the previous year and was
significantly up from 48% in 2013. The regional rate has increased 4 percentage points in the past 11 years while

the state rate went up 9 points.

In 2017, public school districts in our region spent over $22,000 per student, about $2,500 less than the state
spent per pupil - a difference that has grown from just $920 in 2000 (adjusted for inflation). Also in 2017,
instructional spending in our region was about $15,800 per student, lower than the state ($18,600). Instructional
spending has increased by 43% since 2000, after adjusting for inflation, less than the 60% increase statewide.

In 2016, our region had 34
doctors per 10,000 residents,
compared to the state rate
of 41. Since 2000, the
number of doctors per
resident in the region has
increased 11%, with the rate
in every other county but
Ontario and Monroe,
decreasing significantly over
that period.

In 2016, there were 685
deaths per 100,000 residents
in the region, above the rate
for the state (624). The
regional rate rose from 670 in
2013, breaking a trend of
declines in the past few years.
